Child Care Requirements

At the top of the Child Care Requirement’s page type in the search space the word, “infant.” This will help you become familiar with all the rules related to infant care. In particular look at the following paragraphs: 

.0511 ( c ) (1)  Caregivers shall respond promptly to an infant or toddler’s physical and emotional needs, especially when indicated by crying through actions such as but not limited to the following: feeding, diapering, holding, positive touching, smiling, talking and eye contact.  

.0902 (a)(b) 


(a) The parent or health care provider of each child under 15 months of age shall provide the center an individual written feeding schedule for the child. This schedule must be followed at the center. This schedule must include the child’s name, be signed by the parent or health care provider, and be dated when received by the center. Each infant’s schedule shall be modified in consultation, with the child’s parent and/or health care provider, to reflect changes in the child’s needs as he or she develops. The feeding instructions for each infant shall be posted for quick reference by the caregivers, except in centers licensed for three to 12 children located in a residence.

(b) Each infant will be held for bottle feeding until able to hold his or her own bottle. Bottles will not be propped. Each child will be held or placed in feeding chairs or other age-appropriate seating apparatus to be fed.

Family Child Care Homes

.1718 (4-6)
.1718(5) Each infant shall be held for bottle feeding until able to hold his or her own bottle. Bottles shall not be propped. Each child shall be held or placed in feeding chairs or other age-appropriate seating apparatus to be fed. 
(6) The parent or health care provider of each child under 15 months of age shall provide the operator an individual written feeding schedule for the child. This schedule shall be followed at the home. This schedule shall include the child’s name, be signed by the parent or health care provider, and be dated when received by the operator. Each infant’s schedule shall be modified in consultation with the child’s parent or health care provider to reflect changes in the child’s needs as he or she develops.  
.1720 (d)(7) date and label all bottles for each individual child, except when there is only one bottle fed child in care. 
Note:  
There are two rules that are about to be sent to the Rules Review Commission of the Office of Administrative Hearings (the final phase of the rulemaking process), both directly related to breastfeeding.

These two rules will be in our Minimum Standards:

1) In the Nutrition standards section a rule was proposed:

     .0901(h) The center shall provide seating and an electrical outlet, if needed, for

     mothers while they are breastfeeding or expressing milk. 

2) Application for a license for a Family Child Care Home

.1702 (4)(4) Accommodations for breastfeeding mothers shall be provided that include seating and an electrical outlet for mothers while they are breastfeeding or expressing milk.

The effective date for these rules if passed is April 1, 2010.
There are no other requirements directly related to breastfeeding. 

Sanitation requirements related to breastfeeding:
Click on the Sanitation Requirements in the link provided above. Type in the word “bottle” in the search engine.
Look at the following paragraphs:

.2803  Employees shall wash hands before bottle feeding.

.2804(d)  Specific to Breastfeeding.  Notice, in particular, the “loop hole” for all the breast milk storage requirements. States that parents can give written permission for providers to not follow the given requirements. I would check with Department of Environment and Natural Resources to see if that interpretation is correct. 

+   The sanitation requirements do not limit the bottle type (glass bottles would be
      permitted).
+    You are required to wash hands prior to bottle feeding. You are not required
      to wear gloves to handle breast milk or bottles. See .2805 and .2808 (c). 
+    The only regulation in sanitation requirements related to the warming
       equipment:

       .2810(f) Warming equipment must be cleaned or sanitized.
       So… there is no rule saying that there has to be separate warmers for each  

       bottle.  
How can a person be on the NC Child Care Commission? What are there terms?
All Commission members are appointed for two-year terms and may serve for a maximum of four consecutive terms. The Governor, President Pro Tempore of the Senate and the Speaker of the House can appoint individuals to the Commission. The Division can recommend individuals to the Governor, President Pro Tempore and Speaker of the House, but does not have the authority to appoint the individuals themselves. There are parent members, citizen members, for-profit providers, non-profit providers, and a pediatrician.
